COURSE DESCRIPTION:  

Spanish II, a continuation of Spanish I, is a highly structured academic elective.  This course continues the emphasis on oral communication. Class participation is essential in order to develop this oral proficiency.  The four language skills:  listening, speaking, reading, and writing, continue to be developed as well as a better understanding of Hispanic and Spanish cultures.
OBJECTIVES:

At the end of this course, the student should be able to:

communicate using the skills of listening, speaking, reading, and writing in the range of Novice-High to Intermediate-Mid (ACTFL Proficiency Guidelines)

discuss varied topics related to the cultures of Spanish-speaking countries

GENERAL CLASSROOM RULES:

1. Discipline will follow procedures as outlined in the Student Handbook.

2. Bring materials to class every day.

3. Participate actively in class.

4. Do not work on other subjects unless you have permission.

5. Be considerate and respectful of people and their property.

6. No food or drinks in class.  (Water is the only exception.)

7. No electronic devices or cell phones may be used in class, unless instructed to do so.  This includes cell phones, IPOD’s, iPads etc…  Electronic devices must be stowed.  Consequences outlined under cell phone policy.
8. Take care of all administrative and restroom related issues prior to class (doctor’s notes, absences, etc)
9. SPEAK SPANISH DURING CLASS! 
CLASSROOM PROCEDURES AND POLICIES
When you are tardy:
Tardy policy will be enforced.

If not inside the class when the bell rings, students must go to the office for a tardy slip.  
Taking Attendance:

Attendance will be taken at the beginning of the period.
Student must be inside the classroom and in your seat.
You will receive an unexcused absence after the first 15 minutes.   
End of class dismissal:
Teacher will dismiss the class, not the clock or the bell.

All students must be in their assigned seat and the area around desk/work area must be clean.

Grading Policy 

70% of a student’s grade will be based on Summative Assessments (Tests/Projects/Quizzes, etc.).

30% of a student’s grade will be based on Formative Assessments (Daily work, Interactive notebook, Independent Practice, Presentations, etc.)

Absent / missing work 
Students who are absent are responsible for finding out and getting what they missed before or after school or in tutorials, NOT DURING CLASS. Make up assignments must be completed in a timely manner.  Due date will be set according to how many days the student was absent.
Late work will be deducted 10 points for every day it’s late.
All late or makeup assignments must be submitted with the late work form.

If a student is absent on a day a project is due, the project is expected to be turned in first thing, when the student returns—there will be no extensions. Students are aware of due dates in advance and are given constant reminders. Plan wisely to avoid any unexpected circumstances that may impact your ability to complete and turn in your projects on time.

Retests

If students earn a failing grade on a major assessment, they have one opportunity to retest. 

Student must schedule retest within (5) class days of receiving the assessment back. 
The highest grade you can earn on a retest or re-quiz is a 70.

For chapter tests, students must have completed the following requirements in order to be eligible for a retest:

Complete the entire study guide/test review 

Complete all missing/make up work (notes, homework, and vocab)

Homework
There WILL NOT be Spanish homework assigned regularly.

Links to games and activities will be on our classroom website for students to practice at home.
Exception: Projects are expected to be worked on at home and unfinished classwork will need to be taken home.

Cellphone Policy
